We received a nice overview of the 

summer intern program at Heart Lake at 
the September Board of Directors meet-
ing. Hundreds apply for four positions; we 
get the cream of the crop. This educa-
tional program had been supported re-
cently by funds from the Slater Trust at 
approximately $20,000 per year. The trus-
tees were on hand to announce they were 
dissolving the trust and donating the en-
tire fund to ADK, an amount totaling ap-
proximately $180,000! (The Slater sisters 
were school teachers who invested wisely. 
They loved travel and camping well i nto 
their 70s.) 

In other business, it was reported that 
the sale of Lot 2 is making progress. The 
club expects to make perhaps $85,000. 

Revenues from membership, books 
and lodgings are down, with a overall po-

tential loss of $50,000 for the year. The 
"one-time" revenues above will put the 
budget in the black. Our financial footing 
is good enough that we can actually shop 
around for our bank services and get bet-
ter rates. There was some concern that 
Hurricane Katrina donations may divert 
gifts from other non-profits.  

To me, finances seem to be handled 
well , realistic budgets are being set, and 
there is good monitoring and reporting. 
There were few end-of-year surprises. 

The development director reported he 
is taking positive steps to increase mem-
bership, but we'll see the results in 2006 
and beyond. 

The positions of publications director 
and assistant development director are 
vacant at this time. There are some salary 
savings, but the positions will probably 

fill ed after Jan. 1. 
APA commissioners visited Heart 

Lake on short notice. Half are ADK mem-
bers. There has been some movement by 
New York State on the proposed NYS/
ADK Visitor's Center. Neil Woodworth 
set up a committee to have an ADK pro-
posal for our Board of Directors to vote 
on in December. 

Carol Shaw, who worked the front 
desk at headquarters, has retired. She was 
recognized for her approximately 13 years 
of service. We may still see her on a vol-
unteer or part-time basis. 

Chapters and members are urged to 
financially support the main club. Don’ t 
forget Harvest Moon Madness is coming 
up in November.

complained at the meeting. 

The UMP also proposes a Northvill e-
Placid trail relocation which would match 
the relocation to the south in the Shaker 
Mountain Wild Forest, thus eliminating 
road walking on Benson Road.  

There are two chimneys left in the 
Whitehouse area. The UMP proposes to 
remove the one, which seems to be a 
safety hazard and may collapse. The one 
close to the bridge over the west branch 
of the Sacandaga would remain. In gen-
eral, the UMP proposes to “keep it wild,” 
as we would wish. 

The closed Cathead Mountain trail i s 
partly in the Silver Lakes Wilderness 
(summit isn’ t). There are some negotia-
tions, which may result in reopening the 

trail . If not, perhaps a trail up Little Cat-
head could be added. I’ve been up Little 
Cathead on a Larry King bushwhack and 
enjoyed several viewpoints.

The closure of 0.7 miles would interfere 
with our chapter’s normal put-in for pad-
dling the west branch of the Sacandaga 
River, which is 0.4 miles from the end of 
the road.

The Department of Envi-
ronmental Conservation an-
nounced in August that bear-
proof canisters are now re-
quired for all overnight users 
in the Eastern zone of the 
High Peaks Wilderness Area 
between April 1 and Nov. 30 
of each year. 

Campers must use the 
canisters, usually made of 
hard plastic material and 
weighing three to five 
pounds, to store food, toilet-
ries and garbage. Violators of 
the regulation may be subject 
to a fine up to $250 and/or up 
to 15 days in jail . 

The ADK says campers 
should: 

- Place the canister and 
the food preparation area at 
least 100 feet from the camp-
site or lean-to. 

- Take the carrying case 
off the canister. 

- Leave the canister loose 
on the ground; do not hang. 

- Store the canister away 
from water. 

- Plan the  menu ahead of 
time to minimize bulk. Use 
dehydrated, calorie-dense 
foods, and repackage to re-
duce volume. 

- Carry the first day’s 
meals outside the canister; 
this food will not need to 
stored overnight. 

- At mealtimes, take out 
only the food you plan to eat. 
Store food immediately if a 
bear enters the cooking area.

tweaked and passed by both the main club’s 
Conservation Committee, then by the Board 
of Directors in December 2003. However, the 
resolution as approved was not available and 
had never been sent to DEC by the main 
club.) Unfortunately, I was unable to present 
evidence of ADK’s position on this in full 
detail as an attachment to my comments. 

The other omission from the Invasive 
Species report was a need for education on 
invasives that can cause rashes when sap is on 
the skin. People should be leery of giant hog-

weed (cow parsnip) and wild parsnip, just as 
they would avoid poison ivy.  

Giant hogweed is mentioned in the report 
as causing “severe skin injuries – plant photo-
dermatitis – when its sap contacts unprotected 
skin.” The same can be said for wild parsnip, 
another non-native plant, which is quite com-
mon along roadsides in our area. For these 
two plants, sap plus sunshine means some-
thing like a second degree burn. It’s the re-
verse of sunscreen.
